Migration Water Walk 2015 

Starts at the St Lawrence River – Matane to Metis Sur Mer, to Sainte Luce, to Saint Simon, to Notre Dame du Portage, to Rivierre Quelle, to Montmagny, to Levis-Lauzon, to St. Croix, to Gentilly, to Nicolet, to Sorel Tracy, to Longugeil, to LaSalle, to Rigaud, to Hawksberry, to Papineauville, to Clarence Rockland, to Ottawa, to Bayshore, to Kemptville, to Prescott, to Kingston.  
After Kingston, we go through Toronto, Hamilton and Niagara Falls (the 2nd stopping point).  

Then after Niagara Falls down to Fort Erie, to Crystal Falls, Port Colbourne, Hwy 3 all the way to Nelles Corners, Simcoe, Tillsonburgh, Hwy 3, St. Thomas, Wallacetown, Glasgow, Erie Beach, Hwy 10, and on to Hwy 40, Wallaceburgh, Walpole Island (3rd stopping point).

From there we head up to Port Huron/Sarnia(hwy 40), Kettle Point, Grand Bend, Hwy 21, all the way to Port Elgin.  This is where we decide, do we go by ferry to Manitoulin Island or go all the  way around through  Collingwood, Hwy 410, Parry Sound, French River,  Sudbury, Espanola, then on to Manitoulin. 

We head back out to Sault Ste Marie from Manitoulin via Espanola, Blind River, Sault Ste Marie (5th stopping point), then off to Michigan, via Hwy 28, all the way to Marquette, then to Wisconsin, and then Duluth,  Minnesota(4th stopping point)

Then to Madeline Island (last stop).
